While working on back-strap looms, weavers act much like Maya scribes of the past, 
encoding their people's history and beliefs about the cosmos into their designs."

Tsobol Antzetik (Women United) is a weaving and embroidery cooperative in the mountain highlands of Chiapas. The 
group is comprised of about 30 Tzotzil-speaking Maya women and their families who live in small neighboring 
communities.  Strongly committed to social justice, members of Tsobol Antzetik also belong to the Zapatista movement 
and to Las Abejas (The Bees), a Catholic organization that supports nonviolence.  Together the women are learning how 
to confront and resolve problems within their communities; and together they are building an economy based on 
solidarity and cooperation, as an alternative to competition-based systems that traditional ly shut them out.   Their 
backstrap loom weavings are made with a brocade technique, in which design and background evolve as a piece.  Most 
use commercial ly purchased cotton threads that resemble embroidery floss.  Others use plant-dyed woolen threads.  
Each finished work is tagged with a photo and biography of the weaver, a brief history of weaving in Chiapas, and a 
description of Mayan symbols.

Las Cruces Chiapas Connection is an all-volunteer group in Southern New 
Mexico that helps Tsobol Antzetik to sell its weavings through fair trade.  Weavers receive 85-90% of the price of each 
weaving, and the balance of your payment helps LCCC in its work with the weavers. 
 
When ordering women’s blouses please indicate the size:  small (22 inches wide by 26 inches long); medium (29x29); and 
big (35x35).  For an extra long or wide  blouse add $10.00.  When ordering a girl’s blouse please give the age and 
approximate size of the child (e.g. small 8 year old).  All designs are brocaded unless specified that they are 
embroidered.  
 
Orders are grouped and sent on the last day of each month. Please allow approximately 6-7 weeks for delivery.  We 
will bill you for postage to ship to your home.
